The Field Museum presents Tutankhamen and the Golden Age of Pharaohs. The exhibition consists of more 
than 130 priceless artifacts, including treasures from the tomb of the celebrated “boy king” Tutankhamen (King Tut) 
and riches from other tombs discovered in Egypt’s Valley of the Kings and additional ancient sites. All the artifacts in 
the exhibition are 3,300 to 3,500 years old. This new exhibition contains 50 major artifact excavated from King Tut’s 
tomb, including his royal diadem (crown) and one of the gold and inlaid canopic conffinettes that contained his 
mummified internal organs. More than 70 artifacts from other royal graves will be showcased as well.
